A Superior Course

The first comprehensive veterinary acupuncture course in the Western World. Most of the Western World’s foremost veterinary acupuncturists, including researchers, teachers, course coordinators and authors, have been certified by IVAS.

The lecturing faculty have a wide variety of professional backgrounds and clinical acupuncture experience including boarded veterinary specialists, veterinary college faculty, veterinarians who also have completed training and licensing in human acupuncture, licensed human acupuncturists and veterinarians who use acupuncture in the majority of their daily practice. IVAS encourages clinical research for greater understanding of this ancient healing art.

Classroom lectures begin with the anatomic, physiologic and historical aspects of acupuncture. As the course progresses, patient assessment and diagnosis from both a clinically Western scientific perspective and traditional Chinese medical theory approach are introduced. With a solid background in the varied integration of evidence based medicine (EBM) and traditional Chinese medicine (TCM) acupuncture theory, assessment, and treatment methods, the curriculum provides clinically useful ways to integrate the different approaches of acupuncture into veterinary practice.

The laboratories teach hands-on palpation skills and acupoint location as well as exposure to different methods of patient assessment and treatment by experienced clinicians with live patients.

This course prepares the student for both the written and practical examinations that are required for IVAS Certification in veterinary acupuncture for both small and large animals. The IVAS Certification has been internationally recognized for over 35 years. The student will be prepared to begin integrating acupuncture into their practice immediately. 

Educational Program

The curriculum of the course is not limited to the study of traditional Chinese medicine theory, but also incorporates current scientific acupuncture theory and biomedical science in its application and approach to patient assessment and treatment. A variety of methods of patient examination and treatment are taught and demonstrated.

The 2012~2013 Helsinki / Oslo Course

· Clinically relevant lectures that provide a foundation of referenced scientific and traditional Chinese medical information and incorporation of that information into patient assessment and treatment.

· Demonstration of acupuncture equipment such as needles, moxa, aqua-puncture, electro-acupuncture and cold lasers.

· Optional lectures about Chinese herbs, saddle-fitting, gold wire treatments, and acupuncture equipment.

· Unlike some courses that restrict the student’s access to vendors, the NoVAS Course encourages vendors to attend in order to expose the student to acupuncture supplies, equipment and books.

· The course is divided into four sessions  of 5 days that include lectures, supervised acupoint location laboratories, live examinations, demonstrations, and optional lectures.

· Integration of acupuncture into practice is discussed throughout lectures, laboratory and demonstrations.

Who can attend?

This course can be attended by licensed veterinarians and after 4th year veterinary students. Documentation must be provided.

The Process:

In order to be IVAS certified (CVA) you need to attend all 4 sessions, pass written and practical examinations, hand in a peer-reviewed case report, and conclude a 40 hour internship / workshop. 

Course fee:

All conference room expenses, lectures, lecture material, USB Flash drive containing canine and equine acupuncture points, two books (Allen Schoen: Veterinary acupuncture – ancient art to modern medicine and Huisheng Xie: Xie’s Veterinary Acupuncture), examination fees (written and practicals), and membership in NoVAS and IVAS through June 30, 2013.

The course fee also includes morning and afternoon healthy snack breaks with tea & coffee during lecture or lab intermissions and lunch every course day. There will be social arrangements some nights and one BIG Dinner Party on the last evening of the final session! This session (4) coincides with NoVAS annual meeting for 2013 where some lectures will be in common with the course. This will also give you an opportunity to meet “old” veterinary acupuncture colleagues.

Dronningveien 2
3531 Krokkleiva
www.sundvolden.no
Lodging and Transport

In Helsinki the course will be in Viikki, about 8 km north of the city center. However, there are no hotels or hostels in the vicinity and we anyway recommend attendees to look for lodging in the center. Please look for your own accommodation, there are plenty of apartments, hostels and hotels in Helsinki for every budget. 

There are no straight bus transport between Helsinki Airport and Viikki. Best is to go in to Helsinki town center and buses to Viikki campus (No 68) goes from the railway station platform 6. In Norway the course will be held at Sundvolden Hotel about 60 km from Oslo, www.sundvolden.no. Here you can book your own room that includes breakfast. Ask for our special price by referring to this course.

“Old” students retaking sessions or exam
If you are an “old” NoVAS/IVAS course student and only want to retake some sessions or parts of them, prices are as follows: 1 session: 500 €; or 100 € per day (or half a day). It includes only lectures and possible course notes and/or additional lecture notes in electronic form and coffee brakes. It does not include books, point charts, lunch, membership or exam fees. History of NoVAS and IVAS
IVAS is the international “mother” organization of Veterinary Acupuncture. It is a non-profit organization dedicated to promoting excellence in the practice of veterinary acupuncture, as an integral part of the total veterinary health care delivery system. The Society endeavors to establish uniformly high standards of veterinary acupuncture through its educational programs and accreditation examination. IVAS seeks to integrate veterinary acupuncture and the practice of western veterinary science. IVAS was formed and chartered in 1974. It is the only international veterinary acupuncture organization and has members from many countries. Consequently, it serves a networking and communication function. IVAS coordinates veterinary acupuncture activity on this international basis. 
NoVAS is the IVAS sub-organization for the Nordic countries; Finland, Sweden, Norway and Denmark. We also have members from Lithuania and Iceland. It is a non-profit organization. NoVAS was formed in 1989.
The basic veterinary acupuncture course taught by the International Veterinary Acupuncture Society (IVAS) and Nordic Veterinary Acupuncture Society (NoVAS) has the longest history of a comprehensive study of veterinary acupuncture in the Nordic countries. The curriculum of the course integrates a balanced background of the fundamentals of the scientific basis and application of acupuncture as well as a background in the fundamentals and applications of traditional Chinese medicine and acupuncture. The course is taught in English.
The University of Helsinki has taught Veterinary Acupuncture for 15 years; both as a clinic where students can see practice and as an elective 3 day course every spring. There are about 600-700 vets in Finland that has had a basic training in Veterinary Acupuncture. The University also hosted the 5th IVAS / NoVAS course that was held in Helsinki 2001-02 with 44 students from 4 countries.
